Hero - Hybrid

You will meet a few of the gods, goddesses and heroes from our museum. First,
match the description to a statue from our museum. Second, create your own! 

Special Power: this is the thing that the person or god are really good at.
Think of it as their talent. 
Physical Attribute: most Greek Gods and Goddesses could be
identified by an accessory, a symbol or something they owned. 
Character Trait: everybody has those! Sometimes heroes are great, but
they also have flaws. Remember that no-one, not even the gods are
perfect in Greek myth.
